Market Conditions
Yieldson U.S. Treasuries finished up for the month of October, except for the three-month
Treasury bill. According to the Securities Industry and Financial Markets Association, treasury
issuance will decline by 22% to $444.5 billion in the fourth quarter as the pace of U.S. borrowing
slows from the height of the financial and economic crisis. The Federal Reserve and U.S.
government have spent $11.6 trillion to spur the economy and thaw credit markets that froze last
year. Stocksfell sharply at the end of September. The Dow Jones Industrial Average (DJIA)
suffered itsworst daily slide since July when it fell 249 pointsto end the month at 9,712. For the
month the DJA was unchanged, the S&P 500 lost 4% and the Nasdaq slid 3.6%. The S&P 500
and Nasdag snapped seven straight months of gains.

Economic Devel opments
The Ingtitute for Supply Management reported that its index of manufacturing activity
unexpectedly fell to 52.6 in September from 52.9 in August. The unemployment rate rose to
9.8% in September, the highest rate since 1983. September's losses bring total jobslost sincethe
recession began in December 2007 to 7.2 million, the biggest decline since the Great Depression.
The average work week fell to 33 hours, matching arecord low. U.Sretail salesfell 1.5%in
September with the end of the ™ cash for clunkers™ program. The consumer priceindex (CPI)
rose 0.2% in September. Core prices were 1.5% higher compared to September 2008. The U.S.
trade deficit retreated in August to $30.7 billion. Exports climbed to the highest level of the year
and oil plunged. Theindex of leading indicators, a measure of the economic outlook for the next
three to six months, rose by 1% in September. Thisindex has increased for six consecutive
months. A report by the Federal Housing Financing Agency showed home prices unexpectedly
fell 0.3% nationwide. The Conference Board's consumer confidence index fell for the second
straight month to 47.7 from 53.4 in September. Gross domestic product (GDP) for the third
guarter grew at a 3.5% annualized rate after contracting in the second quarter. The National
Association of Realtors reported existing home sales rose 9.4% in September. The median home
pricefell to $174,900, adecrease of 8.5% from ayear ago. New home salesfell 3.6%in
September and the supply of new homes fell 3.8%. Existing home sales surged 9.4% in
September, the highest level since July 2007.

Portfolio Commentary: Performance, Diversification, and Strategy
Yield on the Treasurer's portfolio was 3.06% in October and the weighted average maturity was
480 days. Dueto significantly lower yields, funds were shifted out of the overnight repurchase
agreement program and into money market mutual funds. The year-to-date monthly average
investable base was up marginally to $3.550 billion. Portfolio diversification continuesto be
sound. U.S. Treasuriesrepresented 6% of holdings, and U.S. government sponsored enterprises
accounted for approximately 37%. M ortgage-backed securitieswere 25%, Municipal Bonds
were 2% and Certificates of Deposit represented 5% of assets. Money market mutual fundswere
14%, and 7% was maintained in overnight repurchase agreements. Link deposits (at less than
1%), State Bond Issues (at 3%) and foreign bonds (at lessthan 1%) made up the balance of funds
invested. In keeping with the State's statutory investment objectives, the portfolio strategy
continuesto seek safety, liquidity, and return on investment, in that order. Based on market
conditions, portfolio strategy will consist of a combination of laddered maturities and market
observation for investment opportunities.

Collateralization
All funds under the control of this office requiring collateralization were so secured at rates
ranging from 102% to 110%, depending on the type of investment.

Payments, Fees. and Commissions
All securitieswere purchased or sold on a net basis utilizing competitive bidding where
practicable, with no additional feesor commissionsknown to the State Treasurer. Bank fees,
mutual fund operating expenses and fees charged by JPMorgan Chase for the Tri-Party
Repurchase Agreement Program are detailed in the attached pages, asisthe earnings split
between the Treasurer and the master custodian bank on securities|ending income.

Funds availablefor investment, at cost basis, include the State Treasurer's investments at
$3,502,761,802 and State Agency balancesin OK Invest at $1,924,374,575 for atotal of
$5,427,136,377.

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Explanation of Performance Comparison
October 31,2009

The following page presents market rates of return on the Securities portion of the General Account
and of the State's aggregated State Agency Accounts. The figures, which are dollar- and time-
weighted, where appropriate, are calculated using the percentage change in market value (inclusive of
accrued income) from the end of the prior month to the end of the reporting month. To ensure the
integrity of the data, this information is provided by the Treasurer's custodian bank acting in its
capacity as an external third party. As such, performance measurementis presently confined to
those investments which are custodied at Northern Trust ("Northern).

The Treasurer's office is trying to develop a method to report rates of return on all investment
instruments in the State's portfolio. This is in an effort to report return data in a manner
recommended on September 15,1994, by the Working Group of the Cash Management and
Investment Oversight Commission. However, there are technical and conceptual challenges to
expanding performance measurement to other portions of the portfolio. Attempting to apply
market-base pricing calculations to instruments which do not trade, such as Certificates of
Deposit, presents difficulty which is both conceptual and technical in nature.
